1. PRESIDENT’S OPENING ADDRESS

Dato’ Ng Tieh Chuan as Chairman of the meeting noted that the attendance was much
better than previous general meetings. He said that this augured well for MABOPA as




members were showing interest in its affairs. He said that the impending economic slow-
down would affect the book trade and that we must begin to prepare ourselves for the
changes coming our way. He thanked the members for the way they supported Malam
MABOPA which was a great success and the Executive Committee for their hard work.

2. CONFIRMATION OF THE 31%" ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING MINUTES
The minutes was passed without amendments. Mr. Ganeson Krishnan moved the motion
and Mr. Steven Khoo seconded the motion.

3. MATTERS ARISING

On the subject concerning the permanent secretariat, Dato’ Ng offered his apologies that
this matter was not resolved during his term. Part of the reason was that the Exco felt that
the annual subscriptions from about 80 members was insufficient to run an office with
fulltime staff. He suggested leaving the matter in the hands of the incoming Exco after the
necessary constitution amendments have been approved by ROS. '

4, EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE REPORT

Replying to a floor enquiry, Mr. Kow said that the pricing guideliné mentioned in para 9
had not been officially adopted by BBT but the document could be shown to any member
wishing to see it.

Mr. Kow also requested to correct a mistake he made in para 18 - the amount MABOPA
contributed to MBKM was RM2000 and the money was for MBKM’s World Book &
Copyright Day activities.

5. ACCEPTANCE OF 2000 AUDITED ACCOUNTS

The meeting gave its approval to write off as bad debts money owed by the 13 companies
whose membership had been terminated on March 31, 2001. However, the Exco would
keep a record of them and their respective amounts written off. This is to remind the Exco
to recover every sen from anyone of them wishing to rejoin MABOPA later.

Mr. K Arul further urged the Exco to deregister any member who did not comply with the
March 1 deadline for paying annual subscriptions. Encik Kow explained that the rule
should not be selectively enforced as there are other provisions in the constitution which
were not followed strictly. He said some of the rules are vague and contradicting and
enforcing them would not be easy.

To an enquiry from the floor on the status of CCC, Mr. Kow explained that several
members of MBIA were keen to take over the company provided MABOPA would not
make them pay for it now. However, MABOPA would get back all its investment as soon
as the company begins to make profits. Mr Kow said that this was a better alternative than
winding up the company which would cost MABOPA some RM7.000.

Mr. Hasrom Haron moved the motion to adopt the accounts and Mr. Stephen Lim seconded
the motion.



6. MOTIONS FOR ADOPTION .
Two motions proposed by Dato” Ng and seconded by Mr Kow to replace Rule 4.1 and Rule
10 were unanimously passed by the house.

Rule 4.1 now reads:

The fees payabie by any member shall be RM300.00 for Entrance Fee and
RM300.00 for Annual Subscription.

Rule 10 now reads:

All movable and immovable properties acquired by the Association siiall be
registered in the name of Persatuan Penerbit Buku Malaysia.

7. ELECTION OF EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE FOR 20601/2003
The following members were elected to the Executive Committee for a two-year term.

Dato” Ng Tieh Chuan as President. He was proposed by Mr. Ivan Hoe and seconded by Mr.
Peter Paul. Mr. Law proposed nominations closed. His proposal was seconded bv Mr.
Hasrom.

Mr. Law King Hui as Vice President. He was proposed by Mr. [van Hoe and seconded by
Mr. K. Arul. Mr. Ivan Hoe proposed nominations closed. His proposal was seconded by
Mr. Hasrom.

Mr. Kow Ching Chuan as Honorary Secretary. He was proposed by Mr. Law and seconded
by Mr. Ivan Hoe. Mr. Visuanathan proposed nominations closed. His proposal was
seconded by Mr. Stephen Cheng.

Ms Sumangala Pillai as Honorary Treasurer. She was proposed by Mr. K. Arul and
seconded by Mr. Ganeson. Mr. Richard Lim proposed nominations closed. His proposal
was seconded by Mr. Ivan Hoe.

Nine candidates were proposed for the 7 positions as committee members. Nomination was
then proposed closed by Mr. Mohamad Mustafar and seconded by Mr. Ivan Hoe. Election
was held by secret ballots. The elected Exco members were:

Sometime after the previous AGM, Puan Rohani Bte Zainal Abidin resigned from the Exco
when she left DBP on retirement. Mr Michael Ooi was appointed to the Exco on August 23,
2001. In 2002, Dr Md Sidin Ahmad Ishak also resigned from the Exco when he left Universiti
Malaya Press on promotion. The vacancy in the Exco will not be filled, as there is no reserve
candidate.

3. FINANCIAL POSITION
Interest earned from fixed deposition accounts was the largest single item income (40%). The
FD accounts have grown to about RM600,000. Income was sufficient to cover expenditure.
An amount of RM35,000.00 was written off as bad debt.

4. CONSTITUTION AMENDMENTS
Amendments to the Constitution passed at the 32" AGM have been lodged with ROS. Official
approval is pending.

DIPLOMA PROGRAMME ON PUBLISHING

Mr Law, Mr Kow and Dr Md Sidin had a preliminary meeting with Dr Selvaraj Oyyau on
October 9, 2001 on the proposed diploma. Dr Selvaraj, head of UMCCed (University of
Malaya Centre for Continuing Education) said that his agency would be able to host the
programme. Dr Sidin’s draft on the course content and fee structure is with the Exco for
finalization.

MALAYSIAN BOOK PROMOTIONS SDN BHD
MABOPA received RM1,000 in 1999, RM11,000 in 2000 and RM3,000 in 2001 from
MBP. The money was paid to MABOPA by way of management fees.

The company’s main activity has been the organization of book fairs. It made
RM65,694.25 profit from KLIBF2001 on RM1,128,514.58 revenue.

MABOPA’s investment in the company is RM15,000. Dato” Ng Tieh Chuan and Mr
Kow Ching Chuan are on its Board of Directors. Mr Law King Hui is MABOPA’s
representative in MBP’s internal audit committee.

COPYRIGHT CLEARING CENTRE (M) BHD
Mr Steven Khoo was appointed a director of CCC. He takes over from the late Thomas Soh.
Mr Wong Swee Peng has resigned from the board. His position if filled by Mr Ronald Tan
from MBIA. The company is still dormant.

DIALOGUES WITH MBA

Mr Law representing the Exco had several discussions with members of MBA. MBA
wanted an agreement to bind publishers to specific discount structure and terms. Dato’
Ng also held a special session on September 20, 2001 at Holiday Villa Subang to hear the
views of affected members. Members felt that MBA’s proposal would not effectively
address the issues and that the Exco will have to find other more practical solutions.

PROJECT PENULISAN BAHAGIAN PENDIDIKAN PERGURUAN

BPG under MoE’s direction organized a team of teachers to produce readers on moral
value. Some 40 out of 57 titles will be offered to Malaysian Book Promotions Sdn Bhd
for publication. "MBP will look for several people to publish and finance the project. BTP

will purchase 3000 sets using the Project Nilam allocation. The contract is worth about
RM900,000.

Tuan Haji also promised to give publishers advance
notice of new textbook tenders. (BBT's minutes of the meeting is in the appendix.)
